
Dear Brothers and Sisters,

read this newsletter, I hope you will join 
with me to praise the Lord for the many 
wonderful things happening at CBC. I 
would also invite you to pray with us for 
the many challenges that we are facing. 
God is good and He is always God the 
Father to His children.  All the things 
that happen to us are all of His wisdom 
and love for us. Hence, we shall praise 
Him when things are good or not going 
in accordance to our way. Let me just 
give you a brief update here: 

1. After seeking and praying for over a 
year, Main Campus English Congrega-
tion (Lord's Grace) has finally found a 
pastor to shepherd and lead the con-
gregation members. Pastor Justin 
Sim was born in Korea and came to 
the U.S. at around age 12. He re-
ceived his theological education from 
Dallas Seminary in Texas and served 
as the English pastor at both a Korean 
church and a Taiwanese church. Pas-
tor Sim came on board on July 13. 
Please join me to welcome pastor Sim 
and his family into CBC family. 

2. Praise the Lord that Living Water 
Bible Church  (formerly CBC West 
Campus) has just purchased a new 
building at Convoy Street area, very 
close to the 99 Ranch Supermarket. It 
is only a few miles away from the pub-
lic school where Living Water meets 
for worship service. With this move, 
the gospel vision of Living Water has 
been enlarged. With the possibility of 
partnering with other Christian or-

ganizations, Living Water will be able 
to minister to a wider spectrum of 
Chinese and non-Chinese people in 
the area. We are thankful to the Lord 
for this provision. Please continue to 
pray that the financial goal of raising 
$600K within 6 months can be 
reached. 

3. In April, I requested Pastor Donald 
Liu to take up the leadership role of 
our newly established CBC Ministry 
School . But with the growing need 
of caring for Pastor Sue, I am relieving 
Pastor Donald from this challenging 
responsibility. Let us continue to pray 
for Pastor Sue that she will experi-
ence God's sustaining grace everyday. 
Please pray that I will be able to find a 
person who would be able to lead 
this work. 

4. At the last Council & Pastoral Joint 
Meeting, we focused most of our 
time and energy in discussion of 
building up our next generation. We 
see Chinese churches in North 
America losing their Next Genera-
tion to the world in a worrisome 
way. We all feel this problem could 
not be ignored anymore. Church 
leaders and parents should take part 
in stopping this bleeding phenomenon 
in our church. Thus, several task 
forces have been established to tackle 
this issue. Pray that the study of this 
task force would help the church to 
effectively raise up the next genera-
tion leaders for His Kingdom.

Last year was an encouraging year. Although there was extra expense incurred due 

to the lawsuit, the offering was adequate to cover most of the financial needs. Over-

all offering for the year increased 10% from Year 2012 in the amount of 200k. It was 

a very good jump. Praise the Lord. 

Looking Forward to Year 2014  

Operating expense will increase due to addition of 3 pastoral members. Building ex-

pense will be pretty much at the same level as Year 2013 due to the undertaking of 

the EIR process as per Countyõs and lawyersõ recommendation. 

 

Financial needs for Year 2014 will be higher than that of 2013. The goal for offering 

is around 2.4 to 2.5 million.

We are very excited to hear that many of 
you resonated with the church leadership 
on the urgency and critical importance of 
us, as the body of Christ at CBC, to be 
vigilant in raising a culture of Bible -
believing disciples  of our Lord Jesus 
Christ (not just academically premier chil-
dren).  In our previous Newsletter, we 
asked the following 

òWhat can CBC pastors, leaders, co-
workers do to reverse or slow down this 
trend? What are we, as parents, ought to 
do in obedience to the Lordõs command 
of raising up our children in a godly man-
ner (Deut. 6:4-9)? Are we actively estab-
lishing a biblical culture in our household? 
A household of total reliance, trust, and 
madly in love with the Lord? A missional 
minded house-hold for the gospel and His 
glory? Are we, as parents and church 
leaders, making the efforts and sac-
rifices to disciple our children and 
youths to be the Next Gen Christian 
leaders in their communities?ó 

Under the leadership of Pastor Lam, we 
wholly dedicated our June Council & Pas-
toral Joint Meeting to discussing issues and 
strategies in building up our Next Gen.  It 
was exciting to see our church leadership 
in one accord, being passionate about 
tackling the spiritual warfare that is con-
fronting us.  Several task force teams will 
be established, in the near future: 

§ Pastoral leadership team  ð Pastor

Under their leadership, we will no 
longer relegate this topic to the back 
burner.  The team will provide leader-
ship to usher CBC into the frontier of 
building up our Next Gen. 

§ Parenting Next Gen team  ð still 
being formed; will be a joint campus task 
force team 

During our Joint Meeting, we spent a 
good 4-5 hours discussing what can 
church leaders do about providing 
solid framework (teaching, preaching, 
support, etc) for parents to build up 
their children to be the future Chris-
tian leaders. 

§ Building up Next Gen team  ð 
Andrew Poon, Pastor Pat, Judy Ng, Pastor 
Eva, few others (still being formed; will be 
a joint campus task force team) 

The goal of this task force is to draft a 
strategic roadmap to ensure that our 
church leaders (pastor, council, dea-
cons, parents) are doing all that we 
can to build up our Next Gen both in 
children and youth ministries.  We 
will start with focusing on the youth 
ministry first. 

§ Young Adult Ministry team  ð still 
being formed as well. 

ß This task force will actively de-
velop our young adult ministry (19 
ð 30 yrs old target group). 

ß In June, we started a CBC-wide  
(main, central, LWBC) college 
small group ministry for the sum-
mer (every Sunday, 5pm).  So far, 
the ministry is going strong and 
has many solid speakers (including 
George Chu, Dr. Henry Tan, oth-
ers) to address many relevant top-
ics. 

ß In addition, we started a Mid-week 
Summer Theological Seminar 
(every Wednesdays 7pm at main 
campus) featuring prominent 
speakers (i.e. Dr. Tim Keller and 
Ravi Zacharias) addressing chal-
lenging relevant topics for the 
young adults.  After watching the 
video from the speakers, we have 
lively discussions about how then 
should we live out our faith. 

If any of you have any questions or would 
like to know more about the task force 
teams, please do not hesitate to email 
pastor Lam or Andrew Poon. 

Please pray for us that we, as a body of 
Christ, will not let up in igniting the fire 
to raise up the Next Gen Christian lead-
ers for His kingdom.
